
Week 16 – Chronological New Testament 
 
COLOSSIANS 
 
Thankfulness for Spiritual Attainments 
 
Col. 1:1    Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, and Timothy our brother, 
 
Col. 1:2   To the saints and faithful brethren in Christ who are at Colossae: Grace to you and 
peace from God our Father. 
 
Col. 1:3   We give thanks to God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, praying always for you, 4 
since we heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and the love which you have for all the saints; 5 
because of the hope laid up for you in heaven, of which you previously heard in the word of 
truth, the gospel 6 which has come to you, just as in all the world also it is constantly bearing 
fruit and increasing, even as it has been doing in you also since the day you heard of it and 
understood the grace of God in truth; 7 just as you learned it from Epaphras, our beloved fellow 
bond-servant, who is a faithful servant of Christ on our behalf, 8 and he also informed us of your 
love in the Spirit. 
 
Col. 1:9   For this reason also, since the day we heard of it, we have not ceased to pray for you 
and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all spiritual wisdom and 
understanding, 10 so that you will walk in a manner worthy of the Lord, to please Him in all 
respects, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; 11 
strengthened with all power, according to His glorious might, for the attaining of all 
steadfastness and patience; joyously 12 giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified us to share 
in the inheritance of the saints in Light. 13 For He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and 
transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son, 14 in whom we have redemption, the 
forgiveness of sins. 
 
Col. 1:15   He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. 16 For by Him all 
things were created, both in the heavens and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or 
dominions or rulers or authorities — all things have been created through Him and for Him. 17 He 
is before all things, and in Him all things hold together. 18 He is also head of the body, the 
church; and He is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, so that He Himself will come to 
have first place in everything. 19 For it was the Father’s good pleasure for all the fullness to dwell 
in Him, 20 and through Him to reconcile all things to Himself, having made peace through the 
blood of His cross; through Him, I say, whether things on earth or things in heaven. 
 
Col. 1:21   And although you were formerly alienated and hostile in mind, engaged in evil deeds, 
22 yet He has now reconciled you in His fleshly body through death, in order to present you 
before Him holy and blameless and beyond reproach — 23 if indeed you continue in the faith 



firmly established and steadfast, and not moved away from the hope of the gospel that you have 
heard, which was proclaimed in all creation under heaven, and of which I, Paul, was made a 
minister. 
 
Col. 1:24   Now I rejoice in my sufferings for your sake, and in my flesh I do my share on behalf 
of His body, which is the church, in filling up what is lacking in Christ’s afflictions. 25 Of this 
church I was made a minister according to the stewardship from God bestowed on me for your 
benefit, so that I might fully carry out the preaching of the word of God, 26 that is, the mystery 
which has been hidden from the past ages and generations, but has now been manifested to His 
saints, 27 to whom God willed to make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery 
among the Gentiles, which is Christ in you, the hope of glory. 28 We proclaim Him, admonishing 
every man and teaching every man with all wisdom, so that we may present every man complete 
in Christ. 29 For this purpose also I labor, striving according to His power, which mightily works 
within me. 
 
You Are Built Up in Christ 
 
Col. 2:1   For I want you to know how great a struggle I have on your behalf and for those who 
are at Laodicea, and for all those who have not personally seen my face, 2 that their hearts may 
be encouraged, having been knit together in love, and attaining to all the wealth that comes from 
the full assurance of understanding, resulting in a true knowledge of God’s mystery, that is, 
Christ Himself, 3 in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 4 I say this so 
that no one will delude you with persuasive argument. 5 For even though I am absent in body, 
nevertheless I am with you in spirit, rejoicing to see your good discipline and the stability of your 
faith in Christ. 
 
Col. 2:6   Therefore as you have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in Him, 7 having been 
firmly rooted and now being built up in Him and established in your faith, just as you were 
instructed, and overflowing with gratitude. 
 
Col. 2:8   See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty deception, 
according to the tradition of men, according to the elementary principles of the world, rather than 
according to Christ. 9 For in Him all the fullness of Deity dwells in bodily form, 10 and in Him 
you have been made complete, and He is the head over all rule and authority; 11 and in Him you 
were also circumcised with a circumcision made without hands, in the removal of the body of the 
flesh by the circumcision of Christ; 12 having been buried with Him in baptism, in which you 
were also raised up with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the 
dead. 13 When you were dead in your transgressions and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He 
made you alive together with Him, having forgiven us all our transgressions, 14 having canceled 
out the certificate of debt consisting of decrees against us, which was hostile to us; and He has 
taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross. 15 When He had disarmed the rulers and 
authorities, He made a public display of them, having triumphed over them through Him. 



 
Col. 2:16   Therefore no one is to act as your judge in regard to food or drink or in respect to a 
festival or a new moon or a Sabbath day — 17 things which are a mere shadow of what is to come; 
but the substance belongs to Christ. 18 Let no one keep defrauding you of your prize by 
delighting in self-abasement and the worship of the angels, taking his stand on visions he has 
seen, inflated without cause by his fleshly mind, 19 and not holding fast to the head, from whom 
the entire body, being supplied and held together by the joints and ligaments, grows with a 
growth which is from God. 
 
Col. 2:20   If you have died with Christ to the elementary principles of the world, why, as if you 
were living in the world, do you submit yourself to decrees, such as, 21 “Do not handle, do not 
taste, do not touch!” 22 (which all refer to things destined to perish with use) — in accordance 
with the commandments and teachings of men? 23 These are matters which have, to be sure, the 
appearance of wisdom in self-made religion and self-abasement and severe treatment of the 
body, but are of no value against fleshly indulgence. 
 
Put On the New Self 
 
Col. 3:1   Therefore if you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the things above, where 
Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. 2 Set your mind on the things above, not on the things 
that are on earth. 3 For you have died and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 4 When Christ, 
who is our life, is revealed, then you also will be revealed with Him in glory. 
 
Col. 3:5   Therefore consider the members of your earthly body as dead to immorality, impurity, 
passion, evil desire, and greed, which amounts to idolatry. 6 For it is because of these things that 
the wrath of God will come upon the sons of disobedience, 7 and in them you also once walked, 
when you were living in them. 8 But now you also, put them all aside: anger, wrath, malice, 
slander, and abusive speech from your mouth. 9 Do not lie to one another, since you laid aside 
the old self with its evil practices, 10 and have put on the new self who is being renewed to a true 
knowledge according to the image of the One who created him — 11 a renewal in which there is 
no distinction between Greek and Jew, circumcised and uncircumcised, barbarian, Scythian, 
slave and freeman, but Christ is all, and in all. 
 
Col. 3:12   So, as those who have been chosen of God, holy and beloved, put on a heart of 
compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience; 13 bearing with one another, and 
forgiving each other, whoever has a complaint against anyone; just as the Lord forgave you, so 
also should you. 14 Beyond all these things put on love, which is the perfect bond of unity. 15 Let 
the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, to which indeed you were called in one body; and be 
thankful. 16 Let the word of Christ richly dwell within you, with all wisdom teaching and 
admonishing one another with psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with thankfulness 
in your hearts to God. 17 Whatever you do in word or deed, do all in the name of the Lord Jesus, 
giving thanks through Him to God the Father. 



 
Family Relations 
 
Col. 3:18   Wives, be subject to your husbands, as is fitting in the Lord. 19 Husbands, love your 
wives and do not be embittered against them. 20 Children, be obedient to your parents in all 
things, for this is well-pleasing to the Lord. 21 Fathers, do not exasperate your children, so that 
they will not lose heart. 
 
Col. 3:22   Slaves, in all things obey those who are your masters on earth, not with external 
service, as those who merely please men, but with sincerity of heart, fearing the Lord. 23 
Whatever you do, do your work heartily, as for the Lord rather than for men, 24 knowing that 
from the Lord you will receive the reward of the inheritance. It is the Lord Christ whom you 
serve. 25 For he who does wrong will receive the consequences of the wrong which he has done, 
and that without partiality. 
 
Fellow Workers 
 
Col. 4:1   Masters, grant to your slaves justice and fairness, knowing that you too have a Master 
in heaven. 
 
Col. 4:2   Devote yourselves to prayer, keeping alert in it with an attitude of thanksgiving; 3 
praying at the same time for us as well, that God will open up to us a door for the word, so that 
we may speak forth the mystery of Christ, for which I have also been imprisoned; 4 that I may 
make it clear in the way I ought to speak. 
 
Col. 4:5   Conduct yourselves with wisdom toward outsiders, making the most of the 
opportunity. 6 Let your speech always be with grace, as though seasoned with salt, so that you 
will know how you should respond to each person. 
 
Col. 4:7   As to all my affairs, Tychicus, our beloved brother and faithful servant and fellow 
bond-servant in the Lord, will bring you information. 8 For I have sent him to you for this very 
purpose, that you may know about our circumstances and that he may encourage your hearts; 9 
and with him Onesimus, our faithful and beloved brother, who is one of your number. They will 
inform you about the whole situation here. 
 
Col. 4:10   Aristarchus, my fellow prisoner, sends you his greetings; and also Barnabas’s cousin 
Mark (about whom you received instructions; if he comes to you, welcome him); 11 and also 
Jesus who is called Justus; these are the only fellow workers for the kingdom of God who are 
from the circumcision, and they have proved to be an encouragement to me. 12 Epaphras, who is 
one of your number, a bondslave of Jesus Christ, sends you his greetings, always laboring 
earnestly for you in his prayers, that you may stand perfect and fully assured in all the will of 
God. 13 For I testify for him that he has a deep concern for you and for those who are in Laodicea 



and Hierapolis. 14 Luke, the beloved physician, sends you his greetings, and also Demas. 15 Greet 
the brethren who are in Laodicea and also Nympha and the church that is in her house. 16 When 
this letter is read among you, have it also read in the church of the Laodiceans; and you, for your 
part read my letter that is coming from Laodicea. 17 Say to Archippus, “Take heed to the ministry 
which you have received in the Lord, that you may fulfill it.” 
 
Col. 4:18   I, Paul, write this greeting with my own hand. Remember my imprisonment. Grace be 
with you. 
 
 
PHILEMON 
 
Philem. 1    Paul, a prisoner of Christ Jesus, and Timothy our brother, 
 
Salutation 
 
 To Philemon our beloved brother and fellow worker, 
 
 
EPHESIANS 
 
Eph. 1:1    Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God, 
 
The Blessings of Redemption 
 
 To the saints who are at Ephesus and who are faithful in Christ Jesus: 2 Grace to you and peace 
from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Eph. 1:3   Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with 
every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ, 4 just as He chose us in Him before the 
foundation of the world, that we would be holy and blameless before Him. In love 5 He 
predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the kind 
intention of His will, 6 to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely bestowed on us in 
the Beloved. 7 In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of our trespasses, 
according to the riches of His grace 8 which He lavished on us. In all wisdom and insight 9 He 
made known to us the mystery of His will, according to His kind intention which He purposed in 
Him 10 with a view to an administration suitable to the fullness of the times, that is, the summing 
up of all things in Christ, things in the heavens and things on the earth. In Him 11 also we have 
obtained an inheritance, having been predestined according to His purpose who works all things 
after the counsel of His will, 12 to the end that we who were the first to hope in Christ would be 
to the praise of His glory. 13 In Him, you also, after listening to the message of truth, the gospel 
of your salvation — having also believed, you were sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of 



promise, 14 who is given as a pledge of our inheritance, with a view to the redemption of God’s 
own possession, to the praise of His glory. 
 
Eph. 1:15   For this reason I too, having heard of the faith in the Lord Jesus which exists among 
you and your love for all the saints, 16 do not cease giving thanks for you, while making mention 
of you in my prayers; 17 that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to 
you a spirit of wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of Him. 18 I pray that the eyes of your 
heart may be enlightened, so that you will know what is the hope of His calling, what are the 
riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, 19 and what is the surpassing greatness of His 
power toward us who believe. These are in accordance with the working of the strength of His 
might 20 which He brought about in Christ, when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at 
His right hand in the heavenly places, 21 far above all rule and authority and power and 
dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in the one to come. 22 And 
He put all things in subjection under His feet, and gave Him as head over all things to the church, 
23 which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all. 
 
Made Alive in Christ 
 
Eph. 2:1   And you were dead in your trespasses and sins, 2 in which you formerly walked 
according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, of the spirit 
that is now working in the sons of disobedience. 3 Among them we too all formerly lived in the 
lusts of our flesh, indulging the desires of the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children 
of wrath, even as the rest. 4 But God, being rich in mercy, because of His great love with which 
He loved us, 5 even when we were dead in our transgressions, made us alive together with Christ 
(by grace you have been saved), 6 and raised us up with Him, and seated us with Him in the 
heavenly places in Christ Jesus, 7 so that in the ages to come He might show the surpassing 
riches of His grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 8 For by grace you have been saved 
through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; 9 not as a result of works, so that no 
one may boast. 10 For we are His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which 
God prepared beforehand so that we would walk in them. 
 
Eph. 2:11   Therefore remember that formerly you, the Gentiles in the flesh, who are called 
“Uncircumcision” by the so-called “Circumcision,” which is performed in the flesh by human 
hands — 12 remember that you were at that time separate from Christ, excluded from the 
commonwealth of Israel, and strangers to the covenants of promise, having no hope and without 
God in the world. 13 But now in Christ Jesus you who formerly were far off have been brought 
near by the blood of Christ. 14 For He Himself is our peace, who made both groups into one and 
broke down the barrier of the dividing wall, 15 by abolishing in His flesh the enmity, which is the 
Law of commandments contained in ordinances, so that in Himself He might make the two into 
one new man, thus establishing peace, 16 and might reconcile them both in one body to God 
through the cross, by it having put to death the enmity. 17 AND HE CAME AND PREACHED 
PEACE TO YOU WHO WERE FAR AWAY, AND PEACE TO THOSE WHO WERE NEAR; 



18 for through Him we both have our access in one Spirit to the Father. 19 So then you are no 
longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints, and are of God’s 
household, 20 having been built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus 
Himself being the corner stone, 21 in whom the whole building, being fitted together, is growing 
into a holy temple in the Lord, 22 in whom you also are being built together into a dwelling of 
God in the Spirit. 
 
Paul’s Stewardship 
 
Eph. 3:1   For this reason I, Paul, the prisoner of Christ Jesus for the sake of you Gentiles — 2 if 
indeed you have heard of the stewardship of God’s grace which was given to me for you; 3 that 
by revelation there was made known to me the mystery, as I wrote before in brief. 4 By referring 
to this, when you read you can understand my insight into the mystery of Christ, 5 which in other 
generations was not made known to the sons of men, as it has now been revealed to His holy 
apostles and prophets in the Spirit; 6 to be specific, that the Gentiles are fellow heirs and fellow 
members of the body, and fellow partakers of the promise in Christ Jesus through the gospel, 7 of 
which I was made a minister, according to the gift of God’s grace which was given to me 
according to the working of His power. 8 To me, the very least of all saints, this grace was given, 
to preach to the Gentiles the unfathomable riches of Christ, 9 and to bring to light what is the 
administration of the mystery which for ages has been hidden in God who created all things; 10 
so that the manifold wisdom of God might now be made known through the church to the rulers 
and the authorities in the heavenly places. 11 This was in accordance with the eternal purpose 
which He carried out in Christ Jesus our Lord, 12 in whom we have boldness and confident 
access through faith in Him. 13 Therefore I ask you not to lose heart at my tribulations on your 
behalf, for they are your glory. 
 
Eph. 3:14   For this reason I bow my knees before the Father, 15 from whom every family in 
heaven and on earth derives its name, 16 that He would grant you, according to the riches of His 
glory, to be strengthened with power through His Spirit in the inner man, 17 so that Christ may 
dwell in your hearts through faith; and that you, being rooted and grounded in love, 18 may be 
able to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and length and height and depth, 19 and 
to know the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled up to all the 
fullness of God. 
 
Eph. 3:20   Now to Him who is able to do far more abundantly beyond all that we ask or think, 
according to the power that works within us, 21 to Him be the glory in the church and in Christ 
Jesus to all generations forever and ever. Amen. 
 
Unity of the Spirit 
 
Eph. 4:1   Therefore I, the prisoner of the Lord, implore you to walk in a manner worthy of the 
calling with which you have been called, 2 with all humility and gentleness, with patience, 



showing tolerance for one another in love, 3 being diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in 
the bond of peace. 4 There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you were called in one hope of 
your calling; 5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism, 6 one God and Father of all who is over all and 
through all and in all. 
 
Eph. 4:7   But to each one of us grace was given according to the measure of Christ’s gift. 
8  Therefore it says,  
 “WHEN HE ASCENDED ON HIGH,  
 HE LED CAPTIVE A HOST OF CAPTIVES,  
 AND HE GAVE GIFTS TO MEN.” 
9 (Now this expression, “He ascended,” what does it mean except that He also had descended 
into the lower parts of the earth? 10 He who descended is Himself also He who ascended far 
above all the heavens, so that He might fill all things.) 11 And He gave some as apostles, and 
some as prophets, and some as evangelists, and some as pastors and teachers, 12 for the 
equipping of the saints for the work of service, to the building up of the body of Christ; 13 until 
we all attain to the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, 
to the measure of the stature which belongs to the fullness of Christ. 14 As a result, we are no 
longer to be children, tossed here and there by waves and carried about by every wind of 
doctrine, by the trickery of men, by craftiness in deceitful scheming; 15 but speaking the truth in 
love, we are to grow up in all aspects into Him who is the head, even Christ, 16 from whom the 
whole body, being fitted and held together by what every joint supplies, according to the proper 
working of each individual part, causes the growth of the body for the building up of itself in 
love. 
 
The Christian’s Walk 
 
Eph. 4:17   So this I say, and affirm together with the Lord, that you walk no longer just as the 
Gentiles also walk, in the futility of their mind, 18 being darkened in their understanding, 
excluded from the life of God because of the ignorance that is in them, because of the hardness 
of their heart; 19 and they, having become callous, have given themselves over to sensuality for 
the practice of every kind of impurity with greediness. 20 But you did not learn Christ in this way, 
21 if indeed you have heard Him and have been taught in Him, just as truth is in Jesus, 22 that, in 
reference to your former manner of life, you lay aside the old self, which is being corrupted in 
accordance with the lusts of deceit, 23 and that you be renewed in the spirit of your mind, 24 and 
put on the new self, which in the likeness of God has been created in righteousness and holiness 
of the truth. 
 
Eph. 4:25   Therefore, laying aside falsehood, SPEAK TRUTH EACH ONE of you WITH HIS 
NEIGHBOR, for we are members of one another. 26 BE ANGRY, AND yet DO NOT SIN; do 
not let the sun go down on your anger, 27 and do not give the devil an opportunity. 28 He who 
steals must steal no longer; but rather he must labor, performing with his own hands what is 
good, so that he will have something to share with one who has need. 29 Let no unwholesome 



word proceed from your mouth, but only such a word as is good for edification according to the 
need of the moment, so that it will give grace to those who hear. 30 Do not grieve the Holy Spirit 
of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. 31 Let all bitterness and wrath and 
anger and clamor and slander be put away from you, along with all malice. 32 Be kind to one 
another, tender-hearted, forgiving each other, just as God in Christ also has forgiven you. 
 
Be Imitators of God 
 
Eph. 5:1   Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children; 2 and walk in love, just as Christ 
also loved you and gave Himself up for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God as a fragrant 
aroma. 
 
Eph. 5:3   But immorality or any impurity or greed must not even be named among you, as is 
proper among saints; 4 and there must be no filthiness and silly talk, or coarse jesting, which are 
not fitting, but rather giving of thanks. 5 For this you know with certainty, that no immoral or 
impure person or covetous man, who is an idolater, has an inheritance in the kingdom of Christ 
and God. 
 
Eph. 5:6   Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of these things the wrath of 
God comes upon the sons of disobedience. 7 Therefore do not be partakers with them; 8 for you 
were formerly darkness, but now you are Light in the Lord; walk as children of Light 9 (for the 
fruit of the Light consists in all goodness and righteousness and truth), 10 trying to learn what is 
pleasing to the Lord. 11 Do not participate in the unfruitful deeds of darkness, but instead even 
expose them; 12 for it is disgraceful even to speak of the things which are done by them in secret. 
13 But all things become visible when they are exposed by the light, for everything that becomes 
visible is light. 
14  For this reason it says,  
 “Awake, sleeper,  
 And arise from the dead,  
 And Christ will shine on you.” 
 
Eph. 5:15   Therefore be careful how you walk, not as unwise men but as wise, 16 making the 
most of your time, because the days are evil. 17 So then do not be foolish, but understand what 
the will of the Lord is. 18 And do not get drunk with wine, for that is dissipation, but be filled 
with the Spirit, 19 speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and 
making melody with your heart to the Lord; 20 always giving thanks for all things in the name of 
our Lord Jesus Christ to God, even the Father; 21 and be subject to one another in the fear of 
Christ. 
 
Marriage Like Christ and the Church 
 



Eph. 5:22   Wives, be subject to your own husbands, as to the Lord. 23 For the husband is the 
head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the church, He Himself being the Savior of the 
body. 24 But as the church is subject to Christ, so also the wives ought to be to their husbands in 
everything. 
 
Eph. 5:25   Husbands, love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself up 
for her, 26 so that He might sanctify her, having cleansed her by the washing of water with the 
word, 27 that He might present to Himself the church in all her glory, having no spot or wrinkle 
or any such thing; but that she would be holy and blameless. 28 So husbands ought also to love 
their own wives as their own bodies. He who loves his own wife loves himself; 29 for no one ever 
hated his own flesh, but nourishes and cherishes it, just as Christ also does the church, 30 because 
we are members of His body. 31 FOR THIS REASON A MAN SHALL LEAVE HIS FATHER 
AND MOTHER AND SHALL BE JOINED TO HIS WIFE, AND THE TWO SHALL 
BECOME ONE FLESH. 32 This mystery is great; but I am speaking with reference to Christ and 
the church. 33 Nevertheless, each individual among you also is to love his own wife even as 
himself, and the wife must see to it that she respects her husband. 
 
Family Relationships 
 
Eph. 6:1   Children, obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right. 2 HONOR YOUR FATHER 
AND MOTHER (which is the first commandment with a promise), 3 SO THAT IT MAY BE 
WELL WITH YOU, AND THAT YOU MAY LIVE LONG ON THE EARTH. 
 
Eph. 6:4   Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger, but bring them up in the discipline and 
instruction of the Lord. 
 
Eph. 6:5   Slaves, be obedient to those who are your masters according to the flesh, with fear and 
trembling, in the sincerity of your heart, as to Christ; 6 not by way of eyeservice, as men-
pleasers, but as slaves of Christ, doing the will of God from the heart. 7 With good will render 
service, as to the Lord, and not to men, 8 knowing that whatever good thing each one does, this 
he will receive back from the Lord, whether slave or free. 
 
Eph. 6:9   And masters, do the same things to them, and give up threatening, knowing that both 
their Master and yours is in heaven, and there is no partiality with Him. 
 
The Armor of God 
 
Eph. 6:10   Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the strength of His might. 11 Put on the full 
armor of God, so that you will be able to stand firm against the schemes of the devil. 12 For our 
struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the powers, against the 
world forces of this darkness, against the spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly places. 13 
Therefore, take up the full armor of God, so that you will be able to resist in the evil day, and 



having done everything, to stand firm. 14 Stand firm therefore, HAVING GIRDED YOUR 
LOINS WITH TRUTH, and HAVING PUT ON THE BREASTPLATE OF RIGHTEOUSNESS, 
15 and having shod YOUR FEET WITH THE PREPARATION OF THE GOSPEL OF PEACE; 
16 in addition to all, taking up the shield of faith with which you will be able to extinguish all the 
flaming arrows of the evil one. 17 And take THE HELMET OF SALVATION, and the sword of 
the Spirit, which is the word of God. 
 
Eph. 6:18   With all prayer and petition pray at all times in the Spirit, and with this in view, be 
on the alert with all perseverance and petition for all the saints, 19 and pray on my behalf, that 
utterance may be given to me in the opening of my mouth, to make known with boldness the 
mystery of the gospel, 20 for which I am an ambassador in chains; that in proclaiming it I may 
speak boldly, as I ought to speak. 
 
Eph. 6:21   But that you also may know about my circumstances, how I am doing, Tychicus, the 
beloved brother and faithful minister in the Lord, will make everything known to you. 22 I have 
sent him to you for this very purpose, so that you may know about us, and that he may comfort 
your hearts. 
 
Eph. 6:23   Peace be to the brethren, and love with faith, from God the Father and the Lord Jesus 
Christ. 24 Grace be with all those who love our Lord Jesus Christ with incorruptible love. 
 
 
PHILIPPIANS 
 
Phil. 1:1    Paul and Timothy, bond-servants of Christ Jesus, 
 
Thanksgiving 
 
 To all the saints in Christ Jesus who are in Philippi, including the overseers and deacons: 2 
Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Phil. 1:3   I thank my God in all my remembrance of you, 4 always offering prayer with joy in 
my every prayer for you all, 5 in view of your participation in the gospel from the first day until 
now. 6 For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a good work in you will perfect 
it until the day of Christ Jesus. 7 For it is only right for me to feel this way about you all, because 
I have you in my heart, since both in my imprisonment and in the defense and confirmation of 
the gospel, you all are partakers of grace with me. 8 For God is my witness, how I long for you 
all with the affection of Christ Jesus. 9 And this I pray, that your love may abound still more and 
more in real knowledge and all discernment, 10 so that you may approve the things that are 
excellent, in order to be sincere and blameless until the day of Christ; 11 having been filled with 
the fruit of righteousness which comes through Jesus Christ, to the glory and praise of God. 
 



The Gospel Is Preached 
 
Phil. 1:12   Now I want you to know, brethren, that my circumstances have turned out for the 
greater progress of the gospel, 13 so that my imprisonment in the cause of Christ has become well 
known throughout the whole praetorian guard and to everyone else, 14 and that most of the 
brethren, trusting in the Lord because of my imprisonment, have far more courage to speak the 
word of God without fear. 15 Some, to be sure, are preaching Christ even from envy and strife, 
but some also from good will; 16 the latter do it out of love, knowing that I am appointed for the 
defense of the gospel; 17 the former proclaim Christ out of selfish ambition rather than from pure 
motives, thinking to cause me distress in my imprisonment. 18 What then? Only that in every 
way, whether in pretense or in truth, Christ is proclaimed; and in this I rejoice. 
 
 Yes, and I will rejoice, 19 for I know that this will turn out for my deliverance through your 
prayers and the provision of the Spirit of Jesus Christ, 20 according to my earnest expectation and 
hope, that I will not be put to shame in anything, but that with all boldness, Christ will even now, 
as always, be exalted in my body, whether by life or by death. 21 For to me, to live is Christ and 
to die is gain. 22 But if I am to live on in the flesh, this will mean fruitful labor for me; and I do 
not know which to choose. 23 But I am hard-pressed from both directions, having the desire to 
depart and be with Christ, for that is very much better; 24 yet to remain on in the flesh is more 
necessary for your sake. 25 Convinced of this, I know that I will remain and continue with you all 
for your progress and joy in the faith, 26 so that your proud confidence in me may abound in 
Christ Jesus through my coming to you again. 
 
Phil. 1:27   Only conduct yourselves in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ, so that whether 
I come and see you or remain absent, I will hear of you that you are standing firm in one spirit, 
with one mind striving together for the faith of the gospel; 28 in no way alarmed by your 
opponents — which is a sign of destruction for them, but of salvation for you, and that too, from 
God. 29 For to you it has been granted for Christ’s sake, not only to believe in Him, but also to 
suffer for His sake, 30 experiencing the same conflict which you saw in me, and now hear to be in 
me. 
 
Be Like Christ 
 
Phil. 2:1   Therefore if there is any encouragement in Christ, if there is any consolation of love, 
if there is any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and compassion, 2 make my joy complete 
by being of the same mind, maintaining the same love, united in spirit, intent on one purpose. 3 
Do nothing from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility of mind regard one another as 
more important than yourselves; 4 do not merely look out for your own personal interests, but 
also for the interests of others. 5 Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in Christ Jesus, 6 
who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard equality with God a thing to be 
grasped, 7 but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, and being made in the 
likeness of men. 8 Being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming 



obedient to the point of death, even death on a cross. 9 For this reason also, God highly exalted 
Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name, 10 so that at the name of Jesus 
EVERY KNEE WILL BOW, of those who are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and 
that every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
 
Phil. 2:12   So then, my beloved, just as you have always obeyed, not as in my presence only, 
but now much more in my absence, work out your salvation with fear and trembling; 13 for it is 
God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His good pleasure. 
 
Phil. 2:14   Do all things without grumbling or disputing; 15 so that you will prove yourselves to 
be blameless and innocent, children of God above reproach in the midst of a crooked and 
perverse generation, among whom you appear as lights in the world, 16 holding fast the word of 
life, so that in the day of Christ I will have reason to glory because I did not run in vain nor toil 
in vain. 17 But even if I am being poured out as a drink offering upon the sacrifice and service of 
your faith, I rejoice and share my joy with you all. 18 You too, I urge you, rejoice in the same 
way and share your joy with me. 
 
Timothy and Epaphroditus 
 
Phil. 2:19   But I hope in the Lord Jesus to send Timothy to you shortly, so that I also may be 
encouraged when I learn of your condition. 20 For I have no one else of kindred spirit who will 
genuinely be concerned for your welfare. 21 For they all seek after their own interests, not those 
of Christ Jesus. 22 But you know of his proven worth, that he served with me in the furtherance 
of the gospel like a child serving his father. 23 Therefore I hope to send him immediately, as soon 
as I see how things go with me; 24 and I trust in the Lord that I myself also will be coming 
shortly. 25 But I thought it necessary to send to you Epaphroditus, my brother and fellow worker 
and fellow soldier, who is also your messenger and minister to my need; 26 because he was 
longing for you all and was distressed because you had heard that he was sick. 27 For indeed he 
was sick to the point of death, but God had mercy on him, and not on him only but also on me, 
so that I would not have sorrow upon sorrow. 28 Therefore I have sent him all the more eagerly 
so that when you see him again you may rejoice and I may be less concerned about you. 29 
Receive him then in the Lord with all joy, and hold men like him in high regard; 30 because he 
came close to death for the work of Christ, risking his life to complete what was deficient in your 
service to me. 
 
The Goal of Life 
 
Phil. 3:1   Finally, my brethren, rejoice in the Lord. To write the same things again is no trouble 
to me, and it is a safeguard for you. 
 
Phil. 3:2   Beware of the dogs, beware of the evil workers, beware of the false circumcision; 3 for 
we are the true circumcision, who worship in the Spirit of God and glory in Christ Jesus and put 



no confidence in the flesh, 4 although I myself might have confidence even in the flesh. If anyone 
else has a mind to put confidence in the flesh, I far more: 5 circumcised the eighth day, of the 
nation of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, a Hebrew of Hebrews; as to the Law, a Pharisee; 6 as to 
zeal, a persecutor of the church; as to the righteousness which is in the Law, found blameless. 
 
Phil. 3:7   But whatever things were gain to me, those things I have counted as loss for the sake 
of Christ. 8 More than that, I count all things to be loss in view of the surpassing value of 
knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and count them 
but rubbish so that I may gain Christ, 9 and may be found in Him, not having a righteousness of 
my own derived from the Law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which 
comes from God on the basis of faith, 10 that I may know Him and the power of His resurrection 
and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to His death; 11 in order that I may attain 
to the resurrection from the dead. 
 
Phil. 3:12   Not that I have already obtained it or have already become perfect, but I press on so 
that I may lay hold of that for which also I was laid hold of by Christ Jesus. 13 Brethren, I do not 
regard myself as having laid hold of it yet; but one thing I do: forgetting what lies behind and 
reaching forward to what lies ahead, 14 I press on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call 
of God in Christ Jesus. 15 Let us therefore, as many as are perfect, have this attitude; and if in 
anything you have a different attitude, God will reveal that also to you; 16 however, let us keep 
living by that same standard to which we have attained. 
 
Phil. 3:17   Brethren, join in following my example, and observe those who walk according to 
the pattern you have in us. 18 For many walk, of whom I often told you, and now tell you even 
weeping, that they are enemies of the cross of Christ, 19 whose end is destruction, whose god is 
their appetite, and whose glory is in their shame, who set their minds on earthly things. 20 For our 
citizenship is in heaven, from which also we eagerly wait for a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ; 21 
who will transform the body of our humble state into conformity with the body of His glory, by 
the exertion of the power that He has even to subject all things to Himself. 
 
Think of Excellence 
 
Phil. 4:1   Therefore, my beloved brethren whom I long to see, my joy and crown, in this way 
stand firm in the Lord, my beloved. 
 
Phil. 4:2   I urge Euodia and I urge Syntyche to live in harmony in the Lord. 3 Indeed, true 
companion, I ask you also to help these women who have shared my struggle in the cause of the 
gospel, together with Clement also and the rest of my fellow workers, whose names are in the 
book of life. 
 
Phil. 4:4   Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, rejoice! 5 Let your gentle spirit be known 
to all men. The Lord is near. 6 Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and 



supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. 7 And the peace of God, 
which surpasses all comprehension, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. 
 
Phil. 4:8   Finally, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever 
is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any excellence and if anything 
worthy of praise, dwell on these things. 9 The things you have learned and received and heard 
and seen in me, practice these things, and the God of peace will be with you. 
 
God’s Provisions 
 
Phil. 4:10   But I rejoiced in the Lord greatly, that now at last you have revived your concern for 
me; indeed, you were concerned before, but you lacked opportunity. 11 Not that I speak from 
want, for I have learned to be content in whatever circumstances I am. 12 I know how to get 
along with humble means, and I also know how to live in prosperity; in any and every 
circumstance I have learned the secret of being filled and going hungry, both of having 
abundance and suffering need. 13 I can do all things through Him who strengthens me. 14 
Nevertheless, you have done well to share with me in my affliction. 
 
Phil. 4:15   You yourselves also know, Philippians, that at the first preaching of the gospel, after 
I left Macedonia, no church shared with me in the matter of giving and receiving but you alone; 
16 for even in Thessalonica you sent a gift more than once for my needs. 17 Not that I seek the gift 
itself, but I seek for the profit which increases to your account. 18 But I have received everything 
in full and have an abundance; I am amply supplied, having received from Epaphroditus what 
you have sent, a fragrant aroma, an acceptable sacrifice, well-pleasing to God. 19 And my God 
will supply all your needs according to His riches in glory in Christ Jesus. 20 Now to our God and 
Father be the glory forever and ever. Amen. 
 
Phil. 4:21   Greet every saint in Christ Jesus. The brethren who are with me greet you. 22 All the 
saints greet you, especially those of Caesar’s household. 
 
Phil. 4:23   The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit. 
 
 
1 TIMOTHY 
 
Misleadings in Doctrine and Living 
 
1Tim. 1:1    Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus according to the commandment of God our Savior, 
and of Christ Jesus, who is our hope, 
 
1Tim. 1:2   To Timothy, my true child in the faith: Grace, mercy and peace from God the Father 
and Christ Jesus our Lord. 



 
1Tim. 1:3   As I urged you upon my departure for Macedonia, remain on at Ephesus so that you 
may instruct certain men not to teach strange doctrines, 4 nor to pay attention to myths and 
endless genealogies, which give rise to mere speculation rather than furthering the administration 
of God which is by faith. 5 But the goal of our instruction is love from a pure heart and a good 
conscience and a sincere faith. 6 For some men, straying from these things, have turned aside to 
fruitless discussion, 7 wanting to be teachers of the Law, even though they do not understand 
either what they are saying or the matters about which they make confident assertions. 
 
1Tim. 1:8   But we know that the Law is good, if one uses it lawfully, 9 realizing the fact that 
law is not made for a righteous person, but for those who are lawless and rebellious, for the 
ungodly and sinners, for the unholy and profane, for those who kill their fathers or mothers, for 
murderers 10 and immoral men and homosexuals and kidnappers and liars and perjurers, and 
whatever else is contrary to sound teaching, 11 according to the glorious gospel of the blessed 
God, with which I have been entrusted. 
 
1Tim. 1:12   I thank Christ Jesus our Lord, who has strengthened me, because He considered me 
faithful, putting me into service, 13 even though I was formerly a blasphemer and a persecutor 
and a violent aggressor. Yet I was shown mercy because I acted ignorantly in unbelief; 14 and the 
grace of our Lord was more than abundant, with the faith and love which are found in Christ 
Jesus. 15 It is a trustworthy statement, deserving full acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the 
world to save sinners, among whom I am foremost of all. 16 Yet for this reason I found mercy, so 
that in me as the foremost, Jesus Christ might demonstrate His perfect patience as an example for 
those who would believe in Him for eternal life. 17 Now to the King eternal, immortal, invisible, 
the only God, be honor and glory forever and ever. Amen. 
 
1Tim. 1:18   This command I entrust to you, Timothy, my son, in accordance with the 
prophecies previously made concerning you, that by them you fight the good fight, 19 keeping 
faith and a good conscience, which some have rejected and suffered shipwreck in regard to their 
faith. 20 Among these are Hymenaeus and Alexander, whom I have handed over to Satan, so that 
they will be taught not to blaspheme. 
 
A Call to Prayer 
 
1Tim. 2:1   First of all, then, I urge that entreaties and prayers, petitions and thanksgivings, be 
made on behalf of all men, 2 for kings and all who are in authority, so that we may lead a tranquil 
and quiet life in all godliness and dignity. 3 This is good and acceptable in the sight of God our 
Savior, 4 who desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth. 5 For there 
is one God, and one mediator also between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, 6 who gave 
Himself as a ransom for all, the testimony given at the proper time. 7 For this I was appointed a 
preacher and an apostle (I am telling the truth, I am not lying) as a teacher of the Gentiles in faith 
and truth. 



 
1Tim. 2:8   Therefore I want the men in every place to pray, lifting up holy hands, without wrath 
and dissension. 9 Likewise, I want women to adorn themselves with proper clothing, modestly 
and discreetly, not with braided hair and gold or pearls or costly garments, 10 but rather by means 
of good works, as is proper for women making a claim to godliness. 11 A woman must quietly 
receive instruction with entire submissiveness. 12 But I do not allow a woman to teach or exercise 
authority over a man, but to remain quiet. 13 For it was Adam who was first created, and then 
Eve. 14 And it was not Adam who was deceived, but the woman being deceived, fell into 
transgression. 15 But women will be preserved through the bearing of children if they continue in 
faith and love and sanctity with self-restraint. 
 
Overseers and Deacons 
 
1Tim. 3:1   It is a trustworthy statement: if any man aspires to the office of overseer, it is a fine 
work he desires to do. 2 An overseer, then, must be above reproach, the husband of one wife, 
temperate, prudent, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, 3 not addicted to wine or pugnacious, 
but gentle, peaceable, free from the love of money. 4 He must be one who manages his own 
household well, keeping his children under control with all dignity 5 (but if a man does not know 
how to manage his own household, how will he take care of the church of God?), 6 and not a new 
convert, so that he will not become conceited and fall into the condemnation incurred by the 
devil. 7 And he must have a good reputation with those outside the church, so that he will not fall 
into reproach and the snare of the devil. 
 
1Tim. 3:8   Deacons likewise must be men of dignity, not double-tongued, or addicted to much 
wine or fond of sordid gain, 9 but holding to the mystery of the faith with a clear conscience. 10 
These men must also first be tested; then let them serve as deacons if they are beyond reproach. 
11 Women must likewise be dignified, not malicious gossips, but temperate, faithful in all things. 
12 Deacons must be husbands of only one wife, and good managers of their children and their 
own households. 13 For those who have served well as deacons obtain for themselves a high 
standing and great confidence in the faith that is in Christ Jesus. 
 
1Tim. 3:14   I am writing these things to you, hoping to come to you before long; 15 but in case I 
am delayed, I write so that you will know how one ought to conduct himself in the household of 
God, which is the church of the living God, the pillar and support of the truth. 16 By common 
confession, great is the mystery of godliness:  
 He who was revealed in the flesh,  
 Was vindicated in the Spirit,  
 Seen by angels,  
 Proclaimed among the nations,  
 Believed on in the world,  
 Taken up in glory. 
 



Apostasy 
 
1Tim. 4:1   But the Spirit explicitly says that in later times some will fall away from the faith, 
paying attention to deceitful spirits and doctrines of demons, 2 by means of the hypocrisy of liars 
seared in their own conscience as with a branding iron, 3 men who forbid marriage and advocate 
abstaining from foods which God has created to be gratefully shared in by those who believe and 
know the truth. 4 For everything created by God is good, and nothing is to be rejected if it is 
received with gratitude; 5 for it is sanctified by means of the word of God and prayer. 
 
A Good Minister’s Discipline 
 
1Tim. 4:6   In pointing out these things to the brethren, you will be a good servant of Christ 
Jesus, constantly nourished on the words of the faith and of the sound doctrine which you have 
been following. 7 But have nothing to do with worldly fables fit only for old women. On the 
other hand, discipline yourself for the purpose of godliness; 8 for bodily discipline is only of little 
profit, but godliness is profitable for all things, since it holds promise for the present life and also 
for the life to come. 9 It is a trustworthy statement deserving full acceptance. 10 For it is for this 
we labor and strive, because we have fixed our hope on the living God, who is the Savior of all 
men, especially of believers. 
 
1Tim. 4:11   Prescribe and teach these things. 12 Let no one look down on your youthfulness, but 
rather in speech, conduct, love, faith and purity, show yourself an example of those who believe. 
13 Until I come, give attention to the public reading of Scripture, to exhortation and teaching. 14 
Do not neglect the spiritual gift within you, which was bestowed on you through prophetic 
utterance with the laying on of hands by the presbytery. 15 Take pains with these things; be 
absorbed in them, so that your progress will be evident to all. 16 Pay close attention to yourself 
and to your teaching; persevere in these things, for as you do this you will ensure salvation both 
for yourself and for those who hear you. 
 
Honor Widows 
 
1Tim. 5:1   Do not sharply rebuke an older man, but rather appeal to him as a father, to the 
younger men as brothers, 2 the older women as mothers, and the younger women as sisters, in all 
purity. 
 
1Tim. 5:3   Honor widows who are widows indeed; 4 but if any widow has children or 
grandchildren, they must first learn to practice piety in regard to their own family and to make 
some return to their parents; for this is acceptable in the sight of God. 5 Now she who is a widow 
indeed and who has been left alone, has fixed her hope on God and continues in entreaties and 
prayers night and day. 6 But she who gives herself to wanton pleasure is dead even while she 
lives. 7 Prescribe these things as well, so that they may be above reproach. 8 But if anyone does 



not provide for his own, and especially for those of his household, he has denied the faith and is 
worse than an unbeliever. 
 
1Tim. 5:9   A widow is to be put on the list only if she is not less than sixty years old, having 
been the wife of one man, 10 having a reputation for good works; and if she has brought up 
children, if she has shown hospitality to strangers, if she has washed the saints’ feet, if she has 
assisted those in distress, and if she has devoted herself to every good work. 11 But refuse to put 
younger widows on the list, for when they feel sensual desires in disregard of Christ, they want 
to get married, 12 thus incurring condemnation, because they have set aside their previous pledge. 
13 At the same time they also learn to be idle, as they go around from house to house; and not 
merely idle, but also gossips and busybodies, talking about things not proper to mention. 14 
Therefore, I want younger widows to get married, bear children, keep house, and give the enemy 
no occasion for reproach; 15 for some have already turned aside to follow Satan. 16 If any woman 
who is a believer has dependent widows, she must assist them and the church must not be 
burdened, so that it may assist those who are widows indeed. 
 
Concerning Elders 
 
1Tim. 5:17   The elders who rule well are to be considered worthy of double honor, especially 
those who work hard at preaching and teaching. 18 For the Scripture says, “YOU SHALL NOT 
MUZZLE THE OX WHILE HE IS THRESHING,” and “The laborer is worthy of his wages.” 19 
Do not receive an accusation against an elder except on the basis of two or three witnesses. 20 
Those who continue in sin, rebuke in the presence of all, so that the rest also will be fearful of 
sinning. 21 I solemnly charge you in the presence of God and of Christ Jesus and of His chosen 
angels, to maintain these principles without bias, doing nothing in a spirit of partiality. 22 Do not 
lay hands upon anyone too hastily and thereby share responsibility for the sins of others; keep 
yourself free from sin. 
 
1Tim. 5:23   No longer drink water exclusively, but use a little wine for the sake of your stomach 
and your frequent ailments. 
 
1Tim. 5:24   The sins of some men are quite evident, going before them to judgment; for others, 
their sins follow after. 25 Likewise also, deeds that are good are quite evident, and those which 
are otherwise cannot be concealed. 
 
Instructions to Those Who Minister 
 
1Tim. 6:1   All who are under the yoke as slaves are to regard their own masters as worthy of all 
honor so that the name of God and our doctrine will not be spoken against. 2 Those who have 
believers as their masters must not be disrespectful to them because they are brethren, but must 
serve them all the more, because those who partake of the benefit are believers and beloved. 
Teach and preach these principles. 



 
1Tim. 6:3   If anyone advocates a different doctrine and does not agree with sound words, those 
of our Lord Jesus Christ, and with the doctrine conforming to godliness, 4 he is conceited and 
understands nothing; but he has a morbid interest in controversial questions and disputes about 
words, out of which arise envy, strife, abusive language, evil suspicions, 5 and constant friction 
between men of depraved mind and deprived of the truth, who suppose that godliness is a means 
of gain. 6 But godliness actually is a means of great gain when accompanied by contentment. 7 
For we have brought nothing into the world, so we cannot take anything out of it either. 8 If we 
have food and covering, with these we shall be content. 9 But those who want to get rich fall into 
temptation and a snare and many foolish and harmful desires which plunge men into ruin and 
destruction. 10 For the love of money is a root of all sorts of evil, and some by longing for it have 
wandered away from the faith and pierced themselves with many griefs. 
 
1Tim. 6:11   But flee from these things, you man of God, and pursue righteousness, godliness, 
faith, love, perseverance and gentleness. 12 Fight the good fight of faith; take hold of the eternal 
life to which you were called, and you made the good confession in the presence of many 
witnesses. 13 I charge you in the presence of God, who gives life to all things, and of Christ 
Jesus, who testified the good confession before Pontius Pilate, 14 that you keep the 
commandment without stain or reproach until the appearing of our Lord Jesus Christ, 15 which 
He will bring about at the proper time — He who is the blessed and only Sovereign, the King of 
kings and Lord of lords, 16 who alone possesses immortality and dwells in unapproachable light, 
whom no man has seen or can see. To Him be honor and eternal dominion! Amen. 
 
1Tim. 6:17   Instruct those who are rich in this present world not to be conceited or to fix their 
hope on the uncertainty of riches, but on God, who richly supplies us with all things to enjoy. 18 
Instruct them to do good, to be rich in good works, to be generous and ready to share, 19 storing 
up for themselves the treasure of a good foundation for the future, so that they may take hold of 
that which is life indeed. 
 
1Tim. 6:20   O Timothy, guard what has been entrusted to you, avoiding worldly and empty 
chatter and the opposing arguments of what is falsely called “knowledge” — 21 which some have 
professed and thus gone astray from the faith.

TITUS 
 
Salutation 
 
Titus 1:1    Paul, a bond-servant of God and an apostle of Jesus Christ, for the faith of those 
chosen of God and the knowledge of the truth which is according to godliness, 2 in the hope of 
eternal life, which God, who cannot lie, promised long ages ago, 3 but at the proper time 



manifested, even His word, in the proclamation with which I was entrusted according to the 
commandment of God our Savior, 
 
Titus 1:4   To Titus, my true child in a common faith: Grace and peace from God the Father and 
Christ Jesus our Savior. 
 
Qualifications of Elders 
 
Titus 1:5   For this reason I left you in Crete, that you would set in order what remains and 
appoint elders in every city as I directed you, 6 namely, if any man is above reproach, the 
husband of one wife, having children who believe, not accused of dissipation or rebellion. 7 For 
the overseer must be above reproach as God’s steward, not self-willed, not quick-tempered, not 
addicted to wine, not pugnacious, not fond of sordid gain, 8 but hospitable, loving what is good, 
sensible, just, devout, self-controlled, 9 holding fast the faithful word which is in accordance with 
the teaching, so that he will be able both to exhort in sound doctrine and to refute those who 
contradict. 
 
Titus 1:10   For there are many rebellious men, empty talkers and deceivers, especially those of 
the circumcision, 11 who must be silenced because they are upsetting whole families, teaching 
things they should not teach for the sake of sordid gain. 12 One of themselves, a prophet of their 
own, said, “Cretans are always liars, evil beasts, lazy gluttons.” 13 This testimony is true. For this 
reason reprove them severely so that they may be sound in the faith, 14 not paying attention to 
Jewish myths and commandments of men who turn away from the truth. 15 To the pure, all things 
are pure; but to those who are defiled and unbelieving, nothing is pure, but both their mind and 
their conscience are defiled. 16 They profess to know God, but by their deeds they deny Him, 
being detestable and disobedient and worthless for any good deed. 
 
Duties of the Older and Younger 
 
Titus 2:1   But as for you, speak the things which are fitting for sound doctrine. 2 Older men are 
to be temperate, dignified, sensible, sound in faith, in love, in perseverance. 
 
Titus 2:3   Older women likewise are to be reverent in their behavior, not malicious gossips nor 
enslaved to much wine, teaching what is good, 4 so that they may encourage the young women to 
love their husbands, to love their children, 5 to be sensible, pure, workers at home, kind, being 
subject to their own husbands, so that the word of God will not be dishonored. 
 
Titus 2:6   Likewise urge the young men to be sensible; 7 in all things show yourself to be an 
example of good deeds, with purity in doctrine, dignified, 8 sound in speech which is beyond 
reproach, so that the opponent will be put to shame, having nothing bad to say about us. 
 



Titus 2:9   Urge bondslaves to be subject to their own masters in everything, to be well-pleasing, 
not argumentative, 10 not pilfering, but showing all good faith so that they will adorn the doctrine 
of God our Savior in every respect. 
 
Titus 2:11   For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all men, 12 instructing us to 
deny ungodliness and worldly desires and to live sensibly, righteously and godly in the present 
age, 13 looking for the blessed hope and the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior, 
Christ Jesus, 14 who gave Himself for us to redeem us from every lawless deed, and to purify for 
Himself a people for His own possession, zealous for good deeds. 
 
Titus 2:15   These things speak and exhort and reprove with all authority. Let no one disregard 
you. 
 
Godly Living 
 
Titus 3:1   Remind them to be subject to rulers, to authorities, to be obedient, to be ready for 
every good deed, 2 to malign no one, to be peaceable, gentle, showing every consideration for all 
men. 3 For we also once were foolish ourselves, disobedient, deceived, enslaved to various lusts 
and pleasures, spending our life in malice and envy, hateful, hating one another. 4 But when the 
kindness of God our Savior and His love for mankind appeared, 5 He saved us, not on the basis 
of deeds which we have done in righteousness, but according to His mercy, by the washing of 
regeneration and renewing by the Holy Spirit, 6 whom He poured out upon us richly through 
Jesus Christ our Savior, 7 so that being justified by His grace we would be made heirs according 
to the hope of eternal life. 8 This is a trustworthy statement; and concerning these things I want 
you to speak confidently, so that those who have believed God will be careful to engage in good 
deeds. These things are good and profitable for men. 9 But avoid foolish controversies and 
genealogies and strife and disputes about the Law, for they are unprofitable and worthless. 10 
Reject a factious man after a first and second warning, 11 knowing that such a man is perverted 
and is sinning, being self-condemned. 
 
Personal Concerns 
 
Titus 3:12   When I send Artemas or Tychicus to you, make every effort to come to me at 
Nicopolis, for I have decided to spend the winter there. 13 Diligently help Zenas the lawyer and 
Apollos on their way so that nothing is lacking for them. 14 Our people must also learn to engage 
in good deeds to meet pressing needs, so that they will not be unfruitful. 
 
Titus 3:15   All who are with me greet you. Greet those who love us in the faith.
